3. Activities of TLHS for 2009
Books 

No new booklets this year but several are in preparation.
Pat Salmon and Terry Eagleton recently sold £80.00 worth of books at the Xmas Fair.  The total sold prior to this for the current year was £397.95 (as shown in the audited accounts attached).

As in previous years many of these have been helped with genealogy by Pat Salmon and this year we have again had visitors from Australia, descendants of the Elsenham Gang, who have contacted and visited us after finding details of the Elsenham Gang on our website. 
Ongoing Projects

The website has recently been enhanced allowing individual pages to be bookmarked. A major project has been to get all Takeley newsletters onto the website. The newsletters are all available Church and Village newsletters from 1984 to 1992 will follow shortly and eventually Grapevines will follow. Many of Nia and John Watkiss research notes have also been added to the site. Another major page that has been started is the Obituaries section for Takeley people and this is growing rapidly. 
It was put to those assembled to suggest any other activities that TLHS should be pursuing. Mrs Free suggested that the history of the flitchway should be documented. Trevor Allen announced that he had recently walked and reported on the footpaths of the village and it is hoped that this will be in a form that can be made available on the website.
